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MESSAGE FROM THE PROVINCIAL

Dear Friends,

‘Why are no miracles taking place today?” asks Mr. S.K. Samuel, Principal of De Nobili School,
Sindri,. “No mountain moves from its place. No fig tree dries. No deliverance from the evil is
seen... Maybe we are unprepared to accept the words of Christ. We give others Christianity,
not Christ. Our institutions have become our identity. We have kept Christ behind the curtain.”

During a meeting of our Jesuits working in Orissa along with
the Superiors and Consultors of our Province we shared the
deeply wounded spirit of our people in Orissa.

We must initiate
in all our institutions, works and acquaintances, a dialogue
partnership with various civil society group initiatives to re-
establish peace in the country.

In Jamshedpur, some of us work with Global Peace Forum
that organized a press conference and initiated the process
of peace and harmony. More and more compassionate citizens
of Jamshedpur are joining this forum. We need to address
and build rapport with our students and their parents, with
our alumni and our youth, with our staff and our collaborators

to strategically involve them into this peace-building mission,
this nation-building vision.
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
